GUIDELINES FOR LOCAL COMMUNITY SERVICE CHAIRMAN


HOURS REPORT -- Form 1
· Complete your information at the top of the page
· Total all youth hours and other hours from all your members 
· Provide the total number of hours for the Local
· At the bottom of this page, you will find Area Contact person information. Complete all the forms and send the information to your Area Contact Person.


OUTSTANDING VOLUNTEER – Form 2
· Each local RTA may nominate one Indiana Retired Teacher Association member as its exemplary volunteer of the year.
· Must be a retired educator and a member of the Indiana Retired Teachers Association. (NOTE: The Association is not the same organization as ISTA or ISTAR.)
· Verify nominee membership with the state office before submitting. 
· Special attention should be given to the number of volunteer hours, the variety of leadership, assistance and service(s) being performed, and the overall significance and impact he/she’s volunteerism is making in the community.
· Submit only the current year nominee’s accomplishments.
· For the candidate to be considered, the nominee’s full legal name and a written description plus any additional pages are submitted on the form for the candidate to be considered.
· From those nominated, one member from each area will be selected to receive the AMBA Clock Award.
· Understand your nominee is not qualified if they have previously received a 
Clock Award. Check the list of previous winners included in this packet.

*** Form 2 ***

· The Local Community Service Chairman or Local President MUST check with their Outstanding Volunteer nominee to be sure they are willing to accept the award.

· Whoever is completing the Outstanding Volunteer form MUST indicate on the form if the nominee will be willing to accept this honor.

· If the Local nominee for Outstanding Volunteer is selected to receive the Clock Award, the winner will be willing to provide a headshot picture for the program book and will be willing to be honored at the June 11, 2026 RA.

· The Local Community Service Chairman or President needs to check that the Clock Winner has submitted a headshot picture to IRTA before May 15.
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· All Locals will receive an email by early May indicating all Clock Award winners and Outstanding Volunteers.

· If no one from your local qualifies, state none.
· All Outstanding nominees meeting the guidelines will be recognized at the Representative Assembly with a special award certificate.

From these nominees, we hope to find the one member who has displayed volunteer service worthy of representing the State of Indiana as our nomination for the NRTA Volunteer of the Year. This nominee for the National “With Our Youth” Award should have spent extensive time as a volunteer with youth.


HONORABLE MENTION – Form 3
· Locals may nominate three (3) additional Indiana Retired Teachers Association members who have demonstrated a willingness to give unselfishly of their time and energy for the benefit of others and have truly gone that extra mile.
· Verify membership with the state office before submitting.
· Honorable Mention recipients will receive an invitation to attend the morning session of the RA to receive their certificate. If they do not wish to attend, their Local representative will bring them to their Local meeting for presentations. If the certificates are taken back to the Local, the certificate will be mailed to the individual.

GROUP PROJECT AWARD – Form 4
A project from each area may be chosen to receive an award for outstanding group project. An outstanding state award may be given from those submitted.
· Submit a summary of no more than 400 words describing the project, the impact it has or will continue to have, how the membership was involved, and why the project was a benefit to the community.
· Changed ongoing projects and/or new projects will be considered for this award.
· Submit only one project for consideration.

From these nominees, we may select one group project to compete for the NRTA national award. Each state is permitted only one (1) nomination, and the committee will select this nominee based on the current criteria given to us by the NRTA.
