Indiana Retired Teachers Association
State Committee Descriptions
Following is a list of the State Committees that serve the members of Indiana Retired Teachers Association (IRTA).  Serving on a committee involves a commitment of meeting twice a year (March & August) in Indianapolis.  Some committees require additional meetings but these are generally by phone conferences or virtually such as on Zoom.   
COMMUNITY SERVICE:  This committee encourages retired educators to volunteer their help to meet the needs in their communities throughout Indiana, especially the needs of youth. State committee members report volunteer hours from the local chapters, which are compiled into the IRTA annual statewide volunteer hour totals. 
LEGISLATIVE:  The Legislative Committee proposes and promotes the passage of legislation which will improve the wellbeing of Indiana’s retired educators. The committee recommends goals for the Legislative Session to the Board of Directors. They contact local IRTA Legislative Chairs concerning passage of important bills during the General Assembly, and they may suggest resolutions to be considered by the Representative Assembly.
MEMBER CONCERNS & SERVICES/Necrology:  This committee studies issues regarding concerns expressed by IRTA members such as benefits, membership services, and other topics. Based on its studies, the committee then makes recommendations for action to the Board of Directors.  A primary project of this committee is reviewing applications for IRTA members who have provided outstanding service in their communities to receive a Clock Award.  The Necrology committee has now been combined with Member Concerns & Services. The purpose of the Necrology Committee is to honor deceased members and to recognize their contributions.
MEMBERSHIP:  The purpose of this committee is to provide direction and assistance to the local organizations in recruiting and maintaining Regular and Associate Members of IRTA. All retired educators shall be encouraged to become members and any other interested persons shall be encouraged to become Associate Members. 
NOMINATING:  The Nominating Committee is to present a slate of candidates, which includes a minimum of one candidate for each vacant state office and area director position at the Representative Assembly.   
PUBLIC RELATIONS:  The purpose of this committee is to present a favorable public image of Indiana Retired Teachers Association, maintain and protect IRTA’s excellent reputation, and help create general goodwill for the organization, all by disseminating information to local news media and social media and other stakeholders. The committee also grants the annual Public Relations Awards to recognize the public relations efforts of Indiana Retired Teachers Association members.
RETIREMENT PLANNING:  The purpose of this committee is to assist active teachers in planning for retirement, encourage local active teachers to join IRTA as Associate Members, recommend resources to local chapters, and assist in sponsoring retirement planning workshops.
RULES, CREDENTIALS & BYLAWS:  The purpose of this committee is to study, develop, and propose amendments to IRTA’s existing bylaws and rules to the Board of Directors and delegates at the Representative Assembly for consideration and action.
